Changes to Our
Consultation Fees
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This also has given us an opportunity to review our
consultation charges. 
Historically we have used a ‘case fee’ A higher consultation
fee which allows check-ups for your pets presenting problem
for 8 weeks.  
However, now we have Pet Health Club Plus which includes
unlimited consultations, so it feels outdated to still use this
fee structure.  

We can't recommend this plan enough as it is the most
economical way to provide your pet with the best
preventative health care. 
We would like to update our pricing to reflect these changes
on the care packages that are now available to you.  
We will reduce our consultation fee to £67.00 with a
recheck appointment fee of £40.00 for a period of 2
months. This way you and your vet can decide together how
often, how many checks are needed for your loved one's
care when they are poorly and hopefully being more cost
effective for you. 

We are introducing Klarna. This allows you to use the
Klarna app to pay your bill and spread the cost of
accounts between £30-£1000 over 3 payments. The first
being on the date treatment is given, 2nd 30days later
and 3rd payment 60days later.
